Scripture References for Baptism of the Holy Spirit Leading

Joel 2:28-29

28 And it shall come to pass afterward, that | will pour out my spirit upon all flesh; and your
sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, your young men shall
see visions:

29 And also upon the servants and upon the handmaids in those days will | pour out my spirit.

|saiah 28:11-12

11 For with stammering lips and another tongue will he speak to this people.

12 To whom he said, this is the rest wherewith ye may cause the weary to rest; and this is the
refreshing: yet they would not hear.

Matthew 3:11
11 | indeed baptize you with water unto repentance: but he that cometh after me is mightier than
I, whose shoes | am not worthy to bear: he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost, and with fire:

Mark 1:8
8 | indeed have baptized you with water: but he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost.

Luke3:16

16 John answered, saying unto them all, | indeed baptize you with water; but one mightier than |
cometh, the latchet of whose shoes | am not worthy to unloose: he shall baptize you with the
Holy Ghost and with fire:

John 1:33

33 And | knew him not; but he that sent me to baptize with water, the same said unto me, Upon
whom thou shalt see the Spirit descending, and remaining on him, the same is he which baptizeth
with the Holy Ghost.

Matthew 20:22-23

22 But Jesus answered and said, Y e know not what ye ask. Are ye able to drink of the cup that |
shall drink of, and to be baptized with the baptism that | am baptized with? They say unto him,
We are able. (Luke 12:50)

23 And he saith unto them, Ye shall drink indeed of my cup, and be baptized with the baptism
that | am baptized with: but to sit on my right hand, and on my left, is not mine to give, but it
shall be given to them for whom it is prepared of my Father.

Mark 10:38-39

38 But Jesus said unto them, Y e know not what ye ask: can ye drink of the cup that | drink of?
and be baptized with the baptism that | am baptized with?

39 And they said unto him, We can. And Jesus said unto them, Y e shall indeed drink of the cup
that | drink of; and with the baptism that | am baptized withal shall he be baptized:

Acts 1:5



5 For John truly baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost not many days
hence.

Acts2:4
4 And they were al filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the
Spirit gave them utterance.

Acts 2:16-21

16 But thisis that which was spoken by the prophet Joel;

17 And it shall come to pass in the last days, saith God, | will pour out of my Spirit upon all
flesh: and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, and your young men shall see visions,
and your old men shall dream dreams:

18 And on my servants and on my handmaidens | will pour out in those days of my Spirit; and
they shall prophesy:

19 And I will shew wonders in heaven above, and signs in the earth beneath; blood, and fire, and
vapor of smoke:

20 The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, before that great and notable
day of the Lord come:

21 And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of the Lord shall be saved.

Acts 8:14-17

14 Now when the apostles which were at Jerusalem heard that Samaria had received the word of
God, they sent unto them Peter and John:

15 Who, when they were come down, prayed for them, that they might receive the Holy Ghost:
16 (For as yet he was fallen upon none of them; only they were baptized in the name of the Lord
Jesus.)

17 Then laid they their hands on them, and they received the Holy Ghost.

Acts 10:44-47

44 While Peter yet spake these words, the Holy Ghost fell on al them which heard the word.

45 And they of the circumcision which believed were astonished, as many as came with Peter,
because that on the Gentiles also was poured out the gift of the Holy Ghost.

46 For they heard them speak with tongues, and magnify God. Then answered Peter,

47 Can any man forbid water, that these should not be baptized, which have received the Holy
Ghost aswell aswe?

Acts11:15-17

15 And as | began to speak, the Holy Ghost fell on them, as on us at the beginning.

16 Then remembered | the word of the Lord, how that he said, John indeed baptized with water;
but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost. 17 Forasmuch then as God gave them the like gift
as he did unto us, who believed on the Lord Jesus Christ; what was |, that | could withstand
God?

Acts19:2-7
2 He said unto them, Have ye received the Holy Ghost since ye believed? And they said unto
him, We have not so much as heard whether there be any Holy Ghost.



3 And he said unto them, Unto what then were ye baptized? And they said, Unto John's baptism.
4 Then said Paul, John verily baptized with the baptism of repentance, saying unto the people,
that they should believe on him which should come after him, that is, on Christ Jesus.

5 When they heard this, they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.

6 And when Paul had laid his hands upon them, the Holy Ghost came on them; and they spake
with tongues, and prophesied.

7 And al the men were about twelve.

1 Corinthians 14:39
39 Wherefore, brethren, covet to prophesy, and forbid not to speak with tongues.

1 Corinthians 14:14-18

14 For if | pray in an unknown tongue, my spirit prayeth, but my understanding is unfruitful.

15 What is it then? | will pray with the spirit, and | will pray with the understanding also: | will
sing with the spirit, and | will sing with the understanding al so.

16 Else when thou shalt bless with the spirit, how shall he that occupieth the room of the
unlearned say Amen at thy giving of thanks seeing he understandeth not what thou sayest?

17 For thou verily givest thanks well, but the other is not edified.

18 | thank my God, | speak with tongues more than ye all:

1 Corinthians 2:13
13 Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's wisdom teacheth, but which the
Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual.

Jude 20
20 But ye, beloved, building up yourselves on your most holy faith, praying in the Holy Ghost.

Ephesians 3:20
20 Now unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above al that we ask or think,
according to the power that worketh in us.
